EQUIPMENT LIST FOR TROOP CAMPING

(Save this list for future trips – it will not be handed out before each camping trip)

· Sleeping bag or bed roll (If camping in tents or adirondaks in colder weather, pack an extra blanket. If it is warmer weather, pack a sheet.)

· Pillow

· Flashlight (if more than 1 night, you may want to include extra batteries and bulb)

· Toilet Articles (Toothbrush, toothpaste, brush, comb, etc.)

· Towel and washcloth (for 1 night trips and indoor facilities – shower facilities are limited so just plan on washing up, not taking a shower)

· Change of clothing for each day of trip (including underwear). In warmer weather do not include tube tops, halter tops or spaghetti strap tops – they do not give enough protection from sun and insects.

· Extra pair of shoes

· Outdoor clothing appropriate for the weather (If temperature is changeable, layers are better than a heavy coat and a light jacket)

· Rainwear (Coat, hat, boots)

· Pajamas

· Bandanna

· Mess kit or unbreakable plate, bowl, and cup

· Knife, fork, spoon

· Dunk bag

· Sit upon

· Insect repellent (during bug season) 

· Sunscreen

· Pad and pencil

Optional: Mosquito netting when camping in adirondaks or platform tents

Optional: If your daughter is used to a night-light you might want to invest in a battery operated glow stick or glow in the dark flashlight (will not leak chemicals that can stain fabric or irritate skin).  DO NOT SEND GLOW STICKS IF WE ARE STAYING IN A LODGE – there are night-lights there.

Other:

Label ALL items with your name!

Pack in plastic bags or waterproof bag. (Packing hint: put each day’s clothing in a ziplock bag)

DO NOT bring snacks, drinks or other scented items that will attract critters.

DO NOT bring electronic equipment: radios, CD players, game boys, hair dryers, etc.
