MEETING REMINDERS – April 25, 2006

1. Girls should turn in any work that they have done at home this week so that I can get the patches in time for our awards ceremony on May 9.

2. Shorebird tickets have been ordered for those who have already paid for them. If you want a flyer, let me know. The troop will reimburse you for the Brownie’s ticket if you order them on your own.

3. Remember to sign up for any of the activities that you are interested in and let me know if you have any other suggestions. I will not start planning any of them unless there are at least 12 girls interested in going.

4. Everyone should have their tickets for the Golden Dragon Acrobat show this Friday. The show starts at 7 pm and lasts about 90 minutes. See you there!

5. Maryland Science Center Camp in is this Saturday for the 3rd graders that have signed up. Please get your reminder sheet with all of the details. If you find that you cannot go, let me know as soon as possible so that I can try to fill your spot. If I cannot fill your spot, you are responsible for reimbursing the troop the cost of the event (we had to pay the Science Center $37.50 per person).

6. Earlybird registration: it is time to register for the fall if you are interested in continuing in Girl Scouts next year. I have a copy of our roster. If you want to register for the fall, please check that all of your information is correct (address, phone, etc.). Correct anything that needs to be changed and put a check that you want to register again. If you are not on the roster because you joined later in the year, fill out one of the blank forms. Girls who will be in Juniors can earlybird too – just check that your information is correct and we will register you as a Junior. I am not exactly sure what the Junior troop options will be – the Hurlock and Secretary troops are talking about merging and meeting in Secretary but have not definitely decided or talked about meeting day or time or if someone is interested in starting another Junior troop, let me know. The cost for earlybird registration is $10 per girl and $10 per adult. Because we did so well with the cookie sale and it is much easier in the fall if the troop has already registered, the troop will pay the $10 registration fee for all of the girls who sold cookies. In addition, we will pay $5 (1/2 of the cost) towards one parent for each girl. But we will only pay for those who earlybird. If you wait until the fall, it will be $10 each. So if you earlybird now, girl and parent can register for $5 (saving you $15) but if you wait until the fall it would cost you $20. REMINDER: I really need to have one or more co-leaders next year so if you are interested, let me know. They usually have basic leadership in August so you could get some of the training done over the summer and not when it is so busy in the fall.
