WEEKLY REMINDERS – JANUARY 10, 2006

1. Cookie sale begins January 14. Girls and parents are on their honor not to start selling before then. Cookies sell for $3.50 (same price as last year). Girls will not be given an order form unless we have a signed permission slip. Please sign up for booth sale times – we won’t have exact locations until after booth sale sign up for the area on Thursday. All locations will be outdoors except for Curves. Everyone will receive a copy of our troop goals and how many boxes we would like to sell. This is a troop average of 114 boxes per girl. If everyone does their best we should not have a problem reaching this goal. All initial cookie orders are due at our troop meeting on January 24. Cookie pickup will be February 11 or 12 – we will let you know as soon as we get a confirmation. Krista Warfield is our troop cookie manager this year.

2. Polar Swim: unfortunately I did not receive the flyer until late last week. Due to the registration deadline I need to have you sign up and pay tonight if you wish to participate. Polar Swim will be held at the Holly Center in Salisbury on Saturday January 21 from 9-12. The cost is $6 per girl or $1 per adult. The activities include swimming, snacks, crafts and games or songs. It is sponsored by a teen troop in Salisbury. We have gone several times in the past and girls have enjoyed the event. 

3. Sock Hop: Saturday February 4 from 6-8 pm at the Hurlock American Legion. Cost is $1 and a non-perishable item for each Girl Scouts and parent. Additional guests are $2 each. Registration deadline is January 17.

4. If you have signed up for the Blackwater trip this Saturday, meet us at the visitors center at 9:45. Activity will be held rain or shine.

5. The first area camp planning meeting was held last week. The theme is science explorers. The Brownies will be working on their Eco-explorer try-it. Cost is $10 per person (plus what ever we decide about meals) and includes a printed t-shirt that the girls will decorate, program and craft supplies, Friday night snack. Meals will be available in the dining hall for Saturday (breakfast, lunch, dinner) and Sunday (breakfast). Dinner will be $3 per person and rest of meals will be $2 per person. Because shirts are being ordered, the signup deadline (with $10 per person payment) will be February 28. We will have until the end of March to decide about meals.

6. Girl Scout Sunday Sleepover is March 11. Cost is $6 per girl and $3 per adult. Includes attending church for Girl Scout Sunday, Pizza and soda for supper, crafts, try-it, cake and ice cream, and breakfast. All of the Secretary troops will be participating as well as a few other troops. More details will follow but we wanted you to mark your calendars.

7. Reminder about fees and deposits: at this point in time, we are asking that girls and adults who wish to participate in troop events pay the full fee. For those that actually attend the event, they will receive credit for part of the fee (usually about half of the cost) that can be used for future events. That way troop does not end up paying fees for girls who do not show up. The girls have worked hard for troop funds and it is not fair to spend them for girls who say they are coming but do not come. If anyone would like to make a lump deposit (e.g. $20-25) fees for events will be taken from the deposit (and credited back to the girl if she attends the event) so that you don’t have to pay a couple of dollars here and there for each activity that comes up.
