WEEKLY REMINDERS – January 17, 2006

1. COOKIE SALE: Hope you have all gotten off to a good start. Remember that your initial cookie order is due next week (January 24). You will be given a catch up order sheet if you still want to take orders. Cookies will be in either February 11 or 12.

2. COOKIE BOOTH SALES: We signed up for cookie booths for our troop last week. I think that we have February 18 covered. Check with Krista about signing up for one of the other booths. Girls must participate at a booth sale for at least 2 hours (can be one hour at 2 different sales or 2 hours at the same sale although after an hour girls tend to get restless) to receive the booth sale patch. We can always add more sales if we have adults and girls willing to help man them or change some of the times if they don’t work out (we need at least 2 girls and 2 adults at the booth sale at all times). All booth sales will be outdoors (even Superfresh this year) Here is what we have lined up:

3. POLAR SWIM: If you signed up for Polar Swim last week, be sure to get your permission slip. We will leave OLGC parking lot at 8 on Saturday and return between 12:30 and 1. (there was a typo on the sign up sheet – event ends at 12, not 2pm)

4. SOCK HOP: Tonight is the deadline to sign up for the sock hop (with payment). Permission slips are available tonight. Sock hop is for registered Girl Scouts and their parents. No siblings or tagalongs please.

5. AREA CAMP: The next planning meeting for the area encampment is Thursday February 9 at 6:30 at the Social Services building in Cambridge. We need a parent and girl to represent our troop at this meeting. Let me know if you can attend. Flyers will be coming but the cost is $10 per person (includes a t-shirt) plus meals. To meet the registration deadline, our troop deadline to sign up will be February 28 with $10 per person deposit. Money for meals is not due until April so we will have a chance to decide if we want to eat in the dining hall or cook our own for all or some of the meals.

6. GIRL SCOUT SUNDAY SLEEPOVER: Flyer is available. Slight change in cost: $7 per girl instead of $6. Sign up deadline for our troop is February 14 but the earlier you sign up the better. Be sure to check the no column if you are not interested in participating. We are inviting other troops to participate this year and may have to limit the number of girls that can come on a first come basis. Brownies will be working on a Science Wizardry try-it. Girls have the option of just coming for the evening or attending the whole event. We do need at least 1 adult for every 6 girls from our troop but more are welcome. 

7. TROOP WEBSITE: Hope you are all using the troop website. You never know what might show up on it. There is a new shorted address for the website: troop204.wlsent.com.

8. LEAVING A LEGACY PATCH: This is the council service project this year and involves activities about air, water, land, wildlife and being green (environmentally). Our trip to Blackwater was to do the wildlife activity – girls needed to find out what are the benefits of a wilderness area and visit a National Wildlife Refuge. If you want to make up this activity you can visit Blackwater on your own and find out about wildlife refuges. But I have to order patches by mid-February so you will have to do your visit before February 7 and let me know about it.

9. OUTDOOR SKILLS EVENT: There will be an area outdoor skills event at Horn Point on Saturday March 18. This event is to help girls and adults attending the area encampment brush up on the skills they will need for the trip. Daisy and Brownies will attend from 9-12 and Junior from 1-4. Cost is $2 per girl and $1 per adult and includes program supplies, snack and an event patch for girls.

10. THIRD GRADE GIRLS AND PARENTS: Best dates available for me for Camp-in at the Maryland Science Center are either Friday April 28, Saturday April 29 or Friday May 12. Let me know which of these dates will work for you (assuming they aren’t already filled).

11. RESIDENT CAMP: The council resident camp brochure will not be mailed until at least mid-February this year. GSCB offers a variety of programs through out the summer at Grove Point and I hear rumors that they will be doing a week session at Todd this year (I don’t know any of the details). For a number of years, volunteers have run a resident camp program at Camp Todd and the information is included in the council brochure. However this year we will only be doing one session – a three day weekend (August 11 – 13). We tend to fill up quickly so I have copied some flyers and they are available. We do not accept applications before February 1. If you have any questions, let me know. A number of the girls from our troop attend Summer Roundup and a number of our parents also volunteer at camp.
