WEEKLY REMINDERS – JANUARY 31

1. DUE TO THE AWARDS PROGRAM AT WARWICK ON February 7, WE WILL NOT BE HAVING OUR TROOP MEETING NEXT WEEK!

2. COOKIE SALES: Everyone is doing a GREAT job with cookies. With our initial orders, our troop average is just over 120 boxes per girl (our goal was 114 boxes per girl)! We only met this goal because everyone was trying to do their best selling cookies. If you haven’t met your personal goal, there is still time to work on it. Also, the more cookies we sell over our goal, the less it will cost you for troop activities. Cookies will be delivered to our area on Saturday February 11.
