MEETING REMINDERS – March 14, 2006

1. COOKIE SALES: Everyone did a great job selling cookies. Our troop average was over 150 boxes per girl (our goal was 114 boxes per girl)! We did sell all of our cookies but if anyone still needs a few boxes I can get them from my outreach troop until next week (it will not go towards your daughter’s boxes sold for patches/incentives but you will be able to keep customers satisfied).

2. SLEEPOVER: I think everyone had a good time and enjoyed doing activities with the other troops. Because we did so well with cookies, everyone who attended received credit for the amount that they paid which can be used for future troop events. If you paid but did not attend, you will not receive credit since that money has been spent.

3. OUTDOOR SKILLS EVENT: If you have signed up for outdoor skills, remember to be at Horn Point Education Center at 8:45 Saturday morning. Transportation is on your own or work out your own car pools. Event lasts until noon. If you haven’t returned your permission slip, please return it tonight.

4. GOLDEN DRAGON ACROBATS (Friday April 28 at Chesapeake College): Deadline to pay for extra tickets is tonight so that I can get them ordered. Tickets are $15 each. Troop will pay for tickets for all of the Brownies who have signed up to come. You only need to pay for extra tickets for parents and siblings.

5. MARYLAND SCIENCE CENTER CAMP-IN: $20 deposit is due tonight for any 3rd graders who want to attend this event on April 29. Troop will pay the balance of the fee (total fee about $40 per person).

6. AREA CAMP: May 6 – since no parents were interested in spending the night, our troop will only be going for the day on Saturday. We will be eating lunch (grilled cheese sandwiches) in the dining hall. We also have the option of staying for dinner (sloppy joes) and staying for the evening activity (DJ). I need to know by March 28 who will be staying for dinner so that I can turn in that count. Troop will pay for the meals for those who have signed up already. Since we are only going for the day but I do need to be there Friday night, transportation will be on your own or arrange your own car pools. Since I will also have area things to do during the day, I may not be able to be with the troop all of the time. Parents who are also attending will be responsible for chaperoning the girls. Anyone who still wants to go, can let me know by March 28 however they will not be receiving the t-shirt since that order is already placed.

7. Try-it activities: girls need to remember to bring in their stories for the People of the World Try-it and pictures from the Plants Try-it.

8. Next week – March 21 – 3rd grade Brownies will be meeting with the Juniors to work on their Bridge to Juniors patch.

9. FLOWER SALE: The Cadette troop has extended their deadline for ordering flowers until April 1st. Forms are available if you are interested.

10. FAMILY PARTNERSHIP: There is an envelope for each family that includes information about Family Partnership. This year all of the money donated to Family Partnership will be added to the Capital Campaign (improvements for camps including tree houses at Sandy Pines, a year-round program center for Camp Todd, an equestrian center for Grove Point and a science and technology center for Country Center). There are family incentives for those making donations and there is a troop incentive. If every registered girl contributes a minimum of $1, the troop will receive a 5% discount on a council event that we attend. I would like each family to take home a packet, read it and then make their own decision about a donation. Girls will benefit from the improved facilities and increased program opportunities. If everyone participates even with just the minimum $1, the troop will benefit by receiving a discount for a program that we attend. You can return your envelope to me by March 28 or mail it directly to council.

11. SUMMER ROUNDUP: There is still room if your daughter is interested in attending Summer Roundup but return the applications as soon as possible before we do fill up. Extra camp brochures are available if you are interested in any of the other summer programs. Financial assistance is available for Summer Roundup and other council sponsored programs.
