MEETING REMINDERS – March 21, 2006

1. Tonight the 3rd graders will be meeting with the Junior troop to start their Bridge to Juniors patch. So that they do not miss out on finishing the Safety Award we will finish it next week and work on the Numbers and Shapes try-it tonight with the younger girls (the 3rd graders did this one a couple of years ago).

2. Tonight is the deadline to pay for tickets for the Golden Dragon Acrobats so that I can order the tickets. The troop will pay for the girls’ tickets but you must pay for any additional tickets. (we did extend the deadline to this week but I will be ordering the tickets tomorrow for those who have paid).

3. Tonight is also the deadline for the 3rd graders to make $20 deposit for the Science Center Camp-in on April 29.

4. Reminder: when the troop has to pay fees for an event, that money is not refundable to you or the troop if your daughter does not come to the event. The troop did well with cookies and has money for a lot of activities but we do not want to spend in on fees for girls who do not show up. That is why we are asking you to pay part or all of the costs before the events – then if your daughter does not come it is not the troop’s lose. If she does come, she will receive credit for what she paid.

5. Since we surpassed our troop cookie goal this year, we are open to suggestions for troop trips or activities. Camp Hogwarts is a council sponsored event at Camp Todd May 20-21 – could be done as a day trip or overnight. We are still waiting for a date for the tour of the White House. The girls have also suggested Frontier Town and bowling. We may want to consider a couple of summer activities. This is a large group and it may be hard to find trips and dates that work for the majority but we really need to plan things that at least ¾ of the girls can participate in – and we really need parents to help chaperone the activities.  Besides work I also have several troops and other commitments and cannot keep planning things that less than half of the girls in the troop participate in. So I really need your help with some planning. If you want to have a parent’s meeting to discuss this, let me know.

6. Area camp – deadline to sign up for supper is next week. The troop will not be spending the night but girls have the option of leaving after daytime activites (before supper) or staying for supper and the DJ that evening. Anyone who has not yet signed up to participate has until then to sign up however they will not be receiving the shirt. All adults attending must be registered Girl Scouts (if you need a form, let me know – cost $10). If you signed up but will not be able to go, please let me know by next week so that I don’t pay for meals for you. Transportation will be on your own (or arrange your own car pools) since I need to be at camp on Friday.

7. Family partnership: don’t forget your envelope about family partnership if you haven’t picked it up already. Be sure to consider the importance of the capital campaign and make your decision accordingly. You can return your pledge envelope to me or mail it directly.

9. The Cadettes will still be taking flower orders until April 1 (pick up is Sunday April 30).
