TROOP 204 REMINDERS – November 28, 2006

1. Bowling event: obviously the bowling alley made an error when they double booked the day of our event. For those of you who paid for parents or siblings to bowl and were not able to bowl, that amount was credited to your daughter’s account and can be used for deposits for future events. I have also credited the girls for the amount that they paid for bowling (used some of our QSP money to pay for the girls). If you would rather have a check back instead of the troop holding the credit, please let me know.

2. Camping: remember to return your permission slip and deposit ($5 per person) tonight. We will be continuing to plan and prepare for the trip for the next 2 meetings.

3. Still Singing After All These Years: some have expressed an interest in attend but I cannot reserve bus seats without your deposit ($10 per person). The first bus is over half full at this point. I will continue to accept deposits until the buses are full (we do have a leader’s meeting next week so I expect that more will be turned in then).

4. QSP: Candy and nut orders will be in this week (tomorrow). They will be available at the next meeting if you don’t get them from Krista before then.

5. Christmas party: December 12 – please be sure to turn in you questionnaire tonight and pay $2 per person (siblings 4 and under are free but we do need to count them). I haven’t heard any comments about the price range for the gift exchange so we will leave it at $10 (that is what the Daisy troop decided). Girls do not have to participate in the gift exchange if they do not want to – only girls who bring a gift will receive a gift.

6. December calendar is in your folder. Just a heads up for January – our first meeting after the holidays will be Tuesday January 2. We will be having cookie training for girls and parents since the cookie sale begins on Saturday January 6.

7. Hurlock Christmas Parade: I had a questionnaire at our last meeting to see if girls were interested in participating in the parade. Only 4 girls expressed an interest so we will not be participating in the parade as a troop.

8. Wear a sweater – the church has requested that we do not turn the heat above 64 degrees due to the cost of heating. (they do not charge us anything for the use of the building) So please make sure that your daughter wears a sweater or sweatshirt to meetings.

9. Trees for the 21st Century patch: we are still working on a couple of requirements for this patch but for girls who did not attend the tree planting event in October they still need to do one activity on their own – they must help plant a tree. Just bring in a picture of your daughter planting a tree to finish this requirement.

10. Day Camp update: at this point it looks like there will be 3 weeks of day camp at Camp Todd – the week of June 18, June 25 and July 9. We hope to run a bus from Dorchester County the week of June 25 but girls can attend the other weeks as long as they provide their own transportation. More details will be in the council camp brochure that should be mailed to everyone in January or February. Day camp is something that girls sign up for as individuals, not a troop although there will hopefully be a lot of girls from the area who will be attending, at least the one week that there is a bus. Another summer camp option is resident camp (this will also be in the camp brochure). Council runs a number of weeks of resident camp at Grove Point (near Elkton) and a group of volunteers will be running a 4 day weekend resident camp program at Camp Todd call Summer Roundup July 28-31.
