TROOP 204 MEETING REMINDERS – October 2, 2007

1. Tonight is our investiture / rededication ceremony. All of the new Brownies will receive their Brownie pin. All girls who are participating for rededication will receive a patch. Girls will also receive their Girl Scout Ways Try-it (if they have completed all of the requirements) and the Camp Todd Camp the Peninsula patch if they attended our outdoor day at Camp Todd the other week. Thank you to the parents who helped set up, provide refreshments and help to clean up.

2. Tonight is the deadline to sign up for the Golden Dragon Acrobats on November 16 and camping at Country Center on October 27 -28. Since many of the girls have said that they would like to go camping, I hope that more of you will sign up to go (only a few had signed up as of last week). I will probably extend the deadline for the camping trip until next week. Country Center is a really cool camp but because of the distance I only go every 2-3 years so this may be your only chance to get there with the Brownies and complete the Camp the Peninsula patch (segment for each of our 4 council camps). If only a few girls from our troop are interested in going, I may invite another troop to come along (although I would really like to do just our troop).

3. I hope everyone is doing well with the QSP. If you haven’t gotten your packet yet, please see Susan Tippett. All orders and money are due at our meeting on October 23.

4. The deadline to sign up for the Juliette Low Birthday party/dancercise event is next week. (it will be over by 8:30 so if you are planning on going camping, it won’t be late – and girls can nap on the ride to camp).

5. Over the next few meetings, we will be preparing for camp. If you are not planning on going to camp we will have alternative activities for the girls to participate in (I will have activities planned but parents will have to lead them during the meetings. If you are not going camping but willing to take charge of one or more meetings, let me know.)

6. One of the try-its that we will be working on after camp is Art to Wear. I have put out a list for you to let me know your daughter’s t-shirt size. The troop will pay for the girls’ shirts (haven’t quite decided how we will decorate them yet) but if any adults would like to do one also, please include your size and pay for your shirt ($5).

7. Bay Shop receipts – don’t forget to put a copy of your Bay Shop receipts in our envelope. The troop will receive a coupon worth 10% of the total sales from September until November 30 that we can use to purchase items in the Bay Shop. Peebles or Boscov receipts do not count – only the council Bay Shop (in Salisbury, on-line or phone orders). Most of the patches or pins that I buy for the girls are about $1.00 - $1.50 which doesn’t seem like much until you multiply it by 20 to 25 girls. Last week I spent about $125 for Brownie pins and try-its (some are patches that we will be working on over then next few months and at camp) and that was after a 10 % discount coupon we had for doing spring registration!
