 

TROOP 204 MEETING REMINDERS – October 9, 2007

 

1. Tonight is the deadline to sign up for the camping trip October 27 – 28. I hope that a few more do sign up because one of the things that girls have said that they would like to do this year is to go camping. It is a distance but well worth going. We will work out car pools so everyone does not have to drive, especially with the cost of gas. Starting next week we will have different meeting activities for those not going camping. Any parents who would like to take charge of those activities, please let me know – I will have everything planned for you. 

 

2. Tonight is also the deadline to sign up for the Daisy-Brownie Juliette Low Birthday party/dancercise event on Friday October 26. This activity is for registered Daisy and Brownie Girl Scouts and registered parents – no siblings please. Be sure to return your permission slip (they were emailed but we do have a few extra printed for those without email). 

 

3. For those who have registered for the Penny Power event on Saturday in Salisbury, be sure to meet Melissa at 9 am in the church parking lot. If you plan to go directly to the PRC, let Melissa know so that she won’t wait for you. I will not be going as I will be at camp for the weekend with my Cadette troop. 

 

4. Hope the QSP is going well. If you have any questions or need more order forms, see Susan Tippett. All orders and money are due on October 23 (two weeks from tonight). 

 

5. Don’t forget to let us know your daughter’s t-shirt size. The girls will be decorating a troop shirt as part of their Art to Wear try-it that we will be working on after the camping trip. If any adults would like to do one also, please give us your size. Cost is $5 for adults but the troop will pay for the girls’ shirts. 

 

6. Bay Shop receipts: if you purchase anything from the council Bay Shop (phone, on-line or in person) be sure to put a copy of the receipt in the marked envelope. (purchases from Boscovs, Peebles or other stores do not count) The troop will receive a certificate for 10% of the total sales that we can use to purchase patches and other items from the shop. The PRC Bay shop is open week days as well as Wednesday evenings and Saturday mornings. 

 

7. Troop activities: We have offered a variety of different activities outside of troop meetings (day events, evening events, weekend events, indoor and outdoor events), some at little or no cost (and have even started everyone with $25 credit to use towards events). But we don’t seem to be having many girls sign up for events outside of troop meetings (and usually it is a lot of the same girls). I don’t know if this is because of the types of events, the dates or the cost. If you have suggestions of activities or dates, you need to let us know. If you do not want to do any activities outside of troop meetings, you need to let us know – it would make life easier for the leaders if we knew and didn’t spend time planning other activities. This is a large troop and I know that not everyone is interested or able to do every outside activity but certainly with 25 plus girls we should be able to get at least 10 – 15 girls to participate in an activity.

Tickets have been ordered for the Golden Dragon Acrobats. I did order 2 extra kid’s tickets. If you are interested, let me know as soon as possible. If we do not use them for our troop, I will use them for my outreach troop.

            We will be starting the Art to Wear try-it in November. Last night the girls decided that they wanted to get a pre-printed shirt to decorate. In order to have the shirts when we need them, we do need your daughter’s shirt size by next week. If any adults would also like a troop t-shirt we need your size and $5 by next week as well. The girls decided on a light blue t-shirt with a horse printed on it. I will have a couple of designs for them to decide on next week.
