1. Please return all registration forms, health cards and code of conduct forms tonight. I would like to get all of that paperwork taken care of this week. The $10 registration fee (girls and adults) is also due tonight for anyone new or who did not re-register in the spring. Once we get all of the registration taken care of we will have a copy of the troop roster for everyone. If you absolutely can’t get it in this week, please make sure that it is in by next week.

2. Please check off on the attendance sheet if your daughter is here tonight (and every week). When we are working on patches it is really important to know who is here so we can keep track of what they have completed towards patches.

3. Tonight is the deadline to sign up and pay for the Listening to the Past event at Furnace Town on September 23. We will only participate if at least 12 girls sign up for the event (that is still less than half the troop). Event description is attached to the sign up sheet.

This is a council-wide event but only 300 can participate so if you are really interested, please sign up by next week. It is also being offered on Sunday October 15 from 1-4 at the same location so if the Saturday session is filled and you want to do the Sunday one, please indicate it on the sign up sheet.

5. Troop deposits: hopefully everyone is planning on making a deposit that can be used for troop activities. As you can see we have a lot of things coming up that cost a little bit here and there.
