TROOP 204 MEETING REMINDERS – September 18, 2007

1. If you have not turned in your registration form and $10 registration fee, please do so tonight. Girls need to be registered to participate in the QSP sale and other troop activities.

2. We are also missing a few health forms, so try to turn them in tonight. I do have extras if you need a new form.

3. Tonight is the deadline to sign up for the outdoor day at Camp Todd and the Penny Power event in Salisbury. We will definitely be doing the Camp Todd trip but will only be doing Penny Power if more girls sign up (only 3 girls have signed up so far). Permission slip for Penny Power has been emailed to you, copies available for anyone who is not on the email list.

4. There is a new sign up sheet for the Golden Dragon Acrobats. This is a performance at Chesapeake College. Some of the girls went to the show 2 years ago and it was fabulous. The show is Friday, November 16 at 7pm. The cost is $15 for children and $20 for adults. With QSP coming up, I expect that the troop will be able to pay $10 towards the girls” tickets. So if you want to attend, please sign up with $5 deposit for the Brownie – tickets for siblings are $15 and adults will be $20. The deadline to sign up is October 2 so that I can get tickets ordered.

5. QSP: we will have the training for girls and their parents next Tuesday at 7 pm. You must sign a permission slip before your daughter can receive the QSP packet. As part of the QSP program, girls may take magazine subscriptions and orders for nuts and candy. You can also fill out referral coupons (these people who you don’t see regularly will receive a short list of magazines that they can order – we receive credit for each valid coupon returned to us but we do not receive a percentage of their order). This is not a door to door sale – just family and close friends. All money must be turned in with the orders. Nuts and candy will arrive in early December. We would like everyone to participate in this troop fund-raiser by at least attending the training meeting. 

6. We will have a short meeting with the girls next Tuesday from 6:30 – 7:00 to practice for our investiture ceremony the following week. Hopefully you have marked your calendars to attend the investiture ceremony on October 2 at 6:30. Family members are invited to attend as well.

7. Email – let me know if you are having problems opening the reminders when I send them as attachments. If it continues to be a problem, I will just paste them to the email.

8. Don’t forget our service project for our service men and women. The list of items is in last week’s reminders.

9. I have an envelope for Bay Shop receipts. If you purchase anything from the Council Bay Shop (phone, on-line or at the shop) by December 1, please put a copy of the receipt in the envelope. The troop will receive a certificate for a percentage of the total sales.

10. Help support our sponsor – Our Lady of Good Counsel is very good about providing a meeting place for a number of troops and letting us use the hall for many other activities. They do hold monthly spaghetti dinners (the last Friday of the month) here as a fund raiser for the church. Consider attending one this year.

11. New girls: after tonight we will not be taking any more new girls in the troop unless it is a special circumstance. Our troop is pretty big. If you know other girls who are interested in joining a troop, there are several troops in Hurlock taking more girls or we can see about starting another troop is there is enough interest. Please have parents call me if they are interested in their daughter joining Girl Scouts.

12. Please have your daughter use the bathroom before she comes or as soon as she arrives. It is very distracting and starts a chain reaction when girls get up to go to the bathroom. If girls do need the bathroom, parents must monitor since they start to play.
