TROOP 204 REMINDERS – September 19, 2006

1. New – because the troop is so large and laying handouts on the table can be a little overwhelming (for you and me), I have purchased a file box. There is a folder in it for each of the girls. Please check it weekly for any handouts (this week includes October calendar and last year’s membership cards – so be sure to check the bottom of the folder for small items). There is also a folder for sign up sheets and I will have one for any paperwork you are returning to me (health cards, permission slips, etc.)

2. Registration reminder: if you have not checked the pre-printed form (anyone registered last year) or filled out a blank form (new girls and parents) and paid the $10 registration fee (this is an annual fee that is paid to GSUSA – troop does not keep any of this money), please do so this week. Girls who are not registered will not be able to participate in the QSP sale that starts next week or participate in troop activities. If you need financial assistance for the membership fee, please let me know.

3. Please check off on the attendance sheet when your daughter is at the troop meeting. Last week when we had the fire drill, not many had been checked so if it had been real and we didn’t have her on the list, she could have still been inside and we wouldn’t have known it.

4. Remember to sign up tonight (and pay fee if you have not made a deposit to the troop) for the Trees for the 21st Century event on October 21. Cost is $2.00 per person.

5. Please sign up for the Juliette Low Birthday Party by October 3.

6. Other fall events: there were some council events on November 4 that some of you were interested in. Between Trees for the 21st Century and the Birthday party, that would be 3 weekends in a row so we will not be participating in those events as a troop. If you are interested in attending as an individual, I can get you registration information. So far 8 have indicated an interest in camping the weekend of December 8-10. If you haven’t let me know yet, please check whether or not you are interested in the next couple of weeks so that I can reserve a site before they are filled up. I would like to have at least 15 girls (only ½ the troop) interested in going before I reserve a site. If you are not interested in this trip, please check “no” so I know that you have made your decision. Once we see that there is enough interest, we can decide if it will be one or two nights. 

7. Daisy/Brownie Bowling event: scheduled for Sunday November 19. I will have a sign up sheet once I get more details.

8. QSP sale: we will have training for girls and parents at our next meeting (September 26) starting at 7 (1st half hour will be regular troop meeting). QSP is our fall fund-raiser (magazine subscriptions, candy, nuts). If you can’t make the meeting, you will need to contact Krista Warfield for the information. Girls will not be given the material unless we have a signed permission slip. If you chose not to participate in the sale, we would like you to sign the permission slip and check that you do not wish to participate (it is a paperwork thing). Orders and payment are due at our October 24th meeting. Cash is great. If you take checks, you need to make sure that it is from someone you know (check should include person’s name, address, phone number. On memo line include Troop 204 and seller’s name).

9. Religious Awards: There are religious awards available for most denominations. Girls work on these individually. If you are interested in more information there is a sheet about them and how to get more information in this binder. I do have the information for the Catholic awards.
