TROOP 204 REMINDERS – September 26, 2006

1. Reminders especially for parents – there are several troop meetings with lots of girls going on in the hall at the same time. Noise can get to be VERY DISTRACTING and make it hard to hear the girls or for them to listen. Please be considerate and keep your voices down during the meetings. Also a reminder about the folders – be sure to take anything that is in your daughter’s folder. A number of you did not take home the October calendar that was in your folder last week. If you have papers to return to me, there is a yellow folder in the front of the box for them (saves me from going through each folder to see if you have returned something).

2. Please note there was an error on the October calendar. It said that the tree planting event was on October 21. This is wrong, it is on October 14. Sorry!

3. Tree planting event: I have registered all of the girls and adults who signed up and paid the $2 per person deposit by last week. (some had signed up but had not paid so I did not register them) If you really want to go and pay this week, I will try to get you added to our group. Permission slips are in the folders of those who are registered. Confirmation letter is also available if you would like to read it – there is an opportunity for parents to attend a meeting prior to the event for more details.

4. Deadline to register and pay (if you have not made a troop deposit for credit) for the Juliette Low birthday party on October 28 is next week (October 3).

5. Be sure to check whether or not you are interested in a camping trip the weekend of December 8-10. If you are not interested be sure to check the “no” column.

6. Still Singing Event: this is a really cool event that will be held on June 9, 2007 at the National Mall in Washington, D.C. There will be Girl Scouts from all over the country attending to celebrate the 95th anniversary of Girl Scouting. The service unit has reserved 2 buses to go to the event. Cost for the bus is $10 per person. We will be doing bag lunches but there will be a dinner stop. I have started a sign up sheet even though the event is not until June because it will be here before we know it and buses will be filled on a first come basis (there are over 200 Girl Scouts in Dorchester County and the buses will only hold 94 people). At this point the buses will be limited to Girl Scouts and registered parents.
